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7.7 Basis of Accountins:

The financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention in accordance with the
accounting principles accepted in lndia and the provisions of companies Act, 2013. Method of
accounting employed by the company is mercantile system of accounting in respect to income and
expenditure except in the case of refunds from government bodies' viz.
